April 28 Bassetti’s Crooked Arbor, 18512 NE 165th St, Woodinville 

Barns, nursery, flowering trees, pond view, garden sculptures

May 5 Beaver Lake Lodge, 25101 SE 24th St, Sammamish  

Lake shoreline, covered picnic area, woods

May 12 Bellevue Botanic Garden, 12001 Main St, Bellevue

Gardens, woodlands & wetlands, perennial borders

May 19 Index WA, Doolittle Pioneer Park, 200 5th St, Index

Meet at Doolittle, painting locations along the river and looking toward 
mountains

May 26 Lowell Riverfront Trail, Rotary Park, 3505 Lowell Snohomish River Rd, 
Everett 

There’s a parking lot as you approach the river; Rotary Park is a short 
distant further along the road.  From the first parking lot, views of Mt 
Baker, river 

June 2 Weeks Falls/Ollalie State Park, 51350 Homestead Valley Rd, North 
Bend

Two areas for painting — park just past the ranger station for access to 
the river bank & picnic tables; further up the road, there are 3-4 parking 
spots near the small platform at Weeks Falls

June 9 Madrona Park Beach, 853 Lake Washington Blvd, Seattle

Parking lot view of lake and Mt Rainier; south of the the parking lot, a 
view of the marina.  

June 16 Evans Creek Preserve, 4001 224th Ave NE, Redmond 

Woods, trails, lupine meadows, streams

June 23 Juanita Bay Park, 2201 Market St, Kirkland. (This is NOT Juanita 
Beach!)

Wooden walkways and paths through a wetland to views of Lake 
Washington

June 30 Middle Fork Snoqualmie Trailhead, North Bend (put that in Google for 
directions)

Low bank river access, mountain views, bridge.  There are pullouts 
before the large parking lot with good views.  Northwest Forest Pass or 
Golden Age National Park Pass required.

July 7 Langus Riverfront Park, 400 Smith Island Rd, Everett

Paved paths with view of Snohomish River

July 14 Mine Creek, F*GQ+9W, North Bend (coordinates for Google Maps)

This is a spot we went to last year along the Middle Fork Road.  The 
access to the riverbank has one small steep area but there’s also views 
from trails down to the river.  Parking is along the road.  
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July 21 Tolt-McDonald Park, 31020 NE 40th St, Carnation

Suspension bridge across the Snoqualmie.  Woods, fields, farm 
building, distant mountain views.  Meet at picnic tables by the first 
parking lot

July 28 Bothell Landing, 9919 NE 18th St, Bothell

Historic buildings, pedestrian bridge over the river, gazebo.  Parking at 
98th Ave NE.  Meet at picnic tables at west end of Bothell Landing park

Aug 4 American Legion Park/Evergreen Arboretum & Gardens, 145 
Alverson Blvd, Everett

Park on a bluff with views of Port Gardner Bay, trails & picnic tables  
Adjacent to Evergreen Arboretum & Gardens, theme gardens, 
sculptures. 

Aug 11 Kelsey Creek Farm, 410 130th Pl SE, Bellevue

Creek & historic barns.  Goats, sheep, horses, cows, chickens.  Meet at 
shelter picnic tables.

Aug 18 Kenmore Paddle Park, 7515 NE 175th St, Kenmore

Park with boat launch, trail/paths/bridges for bird watching and marsh 
painting

Aug 25 Luther Burbank Park, 2040 84th Ave SE, Mercer Island

North parking lot leads to marsh trail, beach along Lake Washington 
and other views of the lake.

Sept 1 Meydenbauer Bay Park, 419 9th Ave NE, Bellevue

Pier, beach, views of Lake Washington and boats

Sept 8 Tanner’s Landing, 433rd Ave SE &. SE Mount Si Rd, North Bend

Meadows with mountain views, access to riverbank trail with heaps of 
rocks on the short

Sept 15 Bassetti’s Crooked Arbor, 18512 NE 165th St, Woodinville 

Barns, nursery, flowering trees, pond view, garden sculptures

Sept 22 Larsen Lake Blueberry Farm, 700 148th Ave SE, Bellevue

Lake with painting access points; fields of blueberry bushes, flower 
garden

Sept 29 Issaquah Troll/Train Depot/Downtown, 105 2nd Ave NE, Issaquah 

Paint the trains, historic downtown or head west along Rainier Trail to 
the Jakob Two Trees troll.  Meet back at the Train depot picnic tables 
for thrown down.

Oct 6 Snoqualmie Falls Lower Viewing Area, 37479 SE Fish Hatchery Rd, 
Fall City

Pathway and boardwalk to viewing area of the falls and powerhouse ; 
paved walking road to river side. 
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Oct 13 Bellevue Botanic Garden, 12001 Main St, Bellevue

Gardens, woodlands & wetlands, perennial borders

Oct 20 Waterfront Park/Pike Place Market.  Maybe a crazy idea!  But arriving 
early should provide some easy parking in the garages.  The new 
waterfront park has amazing views and a lot of bench seating for 
painting.
